SEC. 111. MULTIYEAR FUNDING FOR DETAIL DESIGN AND 2

CONSTRUCTION OF LHA REPLACEMENT SHIP 3

DESIGNATED LHA–7. 4

(a) AUTHORITY TO USE MULTIPLE YEARS OF FUND-5

ING.—The Secretary of the Navy may enter into a con-6

tract for detail design and construction of the LHA Re-7

placement ship designated LHA–7 that provides that, sub-8

ject to subsection (b), funds for payments under the con-9

tract may be provided from amounts authorized to be ap-10

propriated for the Department of Defense for Shipbuilding 11

and Conversion, Navy, for fiscal years 2011 and 2012. 12

(b) CONDITION FOR OUT-YEAR CONTRACT PAY-13

MENTS.—A contract entered into under subsection (a) 14

shall provide that any obligation of the United States to 15

make a payment under the contract for a fiscal year after 16

fiscal year 2011 is subject to the availability of appropria-17

tions for that purpose for such later fiscal year.

SEC. 112. REQUIREMENT TO MAINTAIN NAVY AIRBORNE 19

SIGNALS INTELLIGENCE, SURVEILLANCE, 20

AND RECONNAISSANCE CAPABILITIES. 21

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 22

(1) The Navy terminated the EP–X program to 23

acquire a new land-based airborne signals intel-24

ligence capability because of escalating costs and 25
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funds budgeted for the program were re-allocated to 1

other priorities. 2

(2) The Navy took this action without planning 3

and budgeting for alternative means to meet oper-4

ational requirements for tactical-level and theater- 5

level signals intelligence capabilities to support the 6

combatant commands and national intelligence con-7

sumers. 8

(3) The principal Navy airborne signals intel-9

ligence capability today is the EP–3E Airborne Re-10

connaissance Integrated Electronic System II 11

(ARIES II)—the aircraft and associated electronic 12

equipment of this system are aging and will require 13

replacement or substantial ongoing upgrades to con-14

tinue to meet requirements. 15

(4) The Special Projects Aircraft (SPA) plat-16

form of the Navy is the second critical element in 17

the airborne signals intelligence capability of the 18

Navy and provides the Navy its most advanced, com-19

prehensive multi-intelligence and quick-reaction ca-20

pability available. 21

(b) REQUIREMENT TO MAINTAIN CAPABILITIES.— 22

(1) PROHIBITION ON RETIREMENT OF PLAT-23

FORMS.—The Secretary of the Navy may not retire 24

(or to prepare to retire) the EP–3E Airborne Recon-25
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naissance Integrated Electronic System II or Special 1

Projects Aircraft platform. 2

(2) MAINTENANCE OF PLATFORMS.—The Sec-3

retary of the Navy shall continue to maintain, sus-4

tain, and upgrade the EP–3E Airborne Reconnais-5

sance Integrated Electronic System II and Special 6

Projects Aircraft platforms in order to provide capa-7

bilities necessary to operate effectively against rap-8

idly evolving threats and to meet combatant com-9

mander operational intelligence, surveillance, and re-10

connaissance requirements. 11

(3) CERTIFICATION.—Not later than February 12

1, 2011, and annually thereafter, the Under Sec-13

retary of Defense for Intelligence and the Vice 14

Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff shall jointly 15

certify to Congress the following: 16

(A) The Secretary of the Navy is maintain-17

ing and sustaining the EP–3E Airborne Recon-18

naissance Integrated Electronic System II and 19

Special Projects Aircraft platform in a manner 20

that meets the intelligence, surveillance, and re-21

connaissance requirements of the commanders 22

of the combatant commands. 23

(B) Any plan for the retirement or replace-24

ment of the EP–3E Airborne Reconnaissance 25
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Integrated Electronic System II or Special 1

Projects Aircraft platform will provide, in the 2

aggregate, an equivalent or superior capability 3

and capacity to the platform concerned. 4

(4) TERMINATION.—The requirements of this 5

subsection with respect to the EP–3E Airborne Re-6

connaissance Integrated Electronic System II or the 7

Special Projects Aircraft platform shall expire on the 8

TENSION OF F/A–18 AIRCRAFT.—Before the Secretary of 5

the Navy may enter into a program to extend the service 6

life of F/A–18 aircraft beyond 8,600 hours, the Secretary 7

shall— 8

(1) conduct a cost-benefit analysis, in accord-9

ance with Office of Management and Budget Cir-10

cular A–94, comparing extending the service life of 11

fense committees a report that discusses the operational 23

risks and impacts of reducing the squadron size. The re-24

(e) REPORT ON F/A–18 AIRCRAFT TRAINING 14

SQUADRONS.—Before reducing the size of an F/A–18 air-15

craft training squadron, or transferring an F/A–18 train-16

ing aircraft for operational needs, the Secretary shall sub-17

mit to the congressional defense committees a report that 18

describes— 19

(1) any risks to sustaining required training of 20

F/A–18 aircraft pilots with a reduced training air-21

craft base; and 22

(2) any actions the Navy is taking to mitigate 23

(2) NATURE OF PLAN.—The plan under para-8

graph (1) shall align technical progress milestones 9

with acquisition milestones in a system maturity ma-10

trix. The matrix shall provide criteria and conditions 11

for comparing expected levels of demonstrated sys-12

tem maturity with annual production commitments, 13

starting with the fiscal year 2012 production pro-14

gram, and continuing over the remaining life of the 15

system development and demonstration program. 16

The matrix and criteria shall include elements such 17

as the following: 18

(A) Manufacturing maturity, including on- 19

time deliveries, manufacturing process control, 20

quality rates, and labor efficiency rates. 21

(B) Engineering maturity, including 22

metrics for the number of new design actions 23

and number of design changes in a given pe-24

riod. 25
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(C) Performance and testing progress, in-1

cluding test points, hours and flights accom-2

plished, capabilities demonstrated, key perform-3

ance parameters, and attributes demonstrated. 4

(D) Mission effectiveness and system reli-5

ability, including operational effectiveness and 6

reliability growth. 7

(E) Training, fielding, and deployment sta-8

tus. 9

(b) REPORTS TO CONGRESS.— 10

(1) INITIAL REPORT.—Not later than 90 days 11

after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Sec-12

retary shall submit to the congressional defense com-13

mittees a report setting forth the plan required by 14

subsection (a). The report shall include— 15

(A) the proposed system maturity matrix 16

described in subsection (a)(2), including a de-17

scription, for each element specified in the ma-18

trix under subsection (a)(2), of the criteria and 19

milestones to be used in evaluating actual pro-20

gram performance against planned performance 21

for each annual production commitment; and 22

(B) a description of the actions to be taken 23

to implement the plan.

the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary 14

shall submit to the congressional defense committees 15

a report on the expected capabilities of the F–35B 16

Joint Strike Fighter aircraft at the time when the 17

(E) Product improvements that are 10

planned before the Initial Operating Capability 11

of the aircraft to be made after the Initial Op-12

erating Capability of the aircraft, as planned in 13

March 2010. 14

SEC. 123. QUARTERLY REPORTS ON USE OF COMBAT MIS-15

SION REQUIREMENTS FUNDS. 16

(a) QUARTERLY REPORTS REQUIRED.— 17

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 30 days after 18

the end of each fiscal quarter, the commander of the 19

United States Special Operations Command shall 20

submit to the congressional defense committees a re-21

port on the use of Combat Mission Requirements 22

funds during the preceding fiscal quarter.

vice Defeat Fund to funding provided by the 6

military departments; and 7

(C) notify the appropriate personnel and 8

organizations prior to a counter-improvised ex-9

plosive device initiative being funded through 10

the Joint Improvised Explosive Device Defeat 11

Fund. 12

(3) COORDINATION.—In carrying out para-13

graph (1), the Secretary shall ensure that the Sec-14

retary of each military department coordinates and 15

collaborates on development of the database to en-16

sure its interoperability, completeness, consistency, 17

and effectiveness. 18

(b) METRICS.—The Secretary of Defense, acting 19

through the Director of the Joint Improvised Explosive 20

Device Defeat Organization, shall— 21

(1) develop appropriate means to measure the 22

SEC. 241. SENSE OF CONGRESS AFFIRMING THE IMPOR-21

TANCE OF DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE PAR-22

TICIPATION IN DEVELOPMENT OF NEXT GEN-23

ERATION SEMICONDUCTOR TECHNOLOGIES. 24

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 25
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(1) The next generation of weapons systems, 1

battlefield sensors, and intelligence platforms will 2

need to be lighter, more agile, consume less power, 3

and have greater computational power, which can be 4

achieved by decreasing the feature size of integrated 5

circuits to the nanometer scale. 6

(2) There is a growing concern in the Depart-7

ment of Defense and the United States intelligence 8

community over the offshore shift in development 9

and production of high capacity semiconductors. 10

Greater reliance on providers of semiconductors in 11

the United States high technology industry would 12

help mitigate the security risks of such an offshore 13

shift. 14

(3) The development of new manufacturing 15

technologies is recognized in the semiconductor in-16

dustry as critical to the development of the next gen-17

eration of integrated circuits. 18

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-19

gress that— 20

(1) the United States should pursue research 21

and development capabilities to take the lead in de-22

veloping and producing the next generation of inte-23

grated circuits; and 24
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(2) the Department of Defense should continue 1

to work with industry and academia in pursuing the 2

research and development of advanced manufac-3

turing techniques in support of the development of 4

the next generation of integrated circuits needed for 5

the requirements and specialized applications of the 6

Department of Defense. 7

SEC. 242. PILOT PROGRAM ON COLLABORATIVE ENERGY 8

SECURITY. 9

(a) PILOT PROGRAM.—The Secretary of Defense, in 10

coordination with the Secretary of Energy, may carry out 11

a collaborative energy security pilot program involving one 12

or more partnerships between one military installation and 13

one national laboratory, for the purpose of evaluating and 14

validating secure, salable microgrid components and sys-15

tems for deployment. 16

(b) SELECTION OF MILITARY INSTALLATION AND 17

NATIONAL LABORATORY.—If the Secretary of Defense 18

carries out a pilot program under this section, the Sec-19

retary of Defense and the Secretary of Energy shall jointly 20

select a military installation and a national laboratory for 21

the purpose of carrying out the pilot program. In making 22

such selections, the Secretaries shall consider each of the 23

following: 24
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(1) A commitment to participate made by a 1

military installation being considered for selection. 2

(2) The findings and recommendations of rel-3

evant energy security assessments of military instal-4

lations being considered for selection. 5

(3) The availability of renewable energy sources 6

at a military installation being considered for selec-7

tion. 8

(4) Potential synergies between the expertise 9

and capabilities of a national laboratory being con-10

sidered for selection and the infrastructure, inter-11

ests, or other energy security needs of a military in-12

stallation being considered for selection. 13

(5) The effects of any utility tariffs, surcharges, 14

or other considerations on the feasibility of enabling 15

any excess electricity generated on a military instal-16

lation being considered for selection to be sold or 17

otherwise made available to the local community 18

near the installation. 19

(c) PROGRAM ELEMENTS.—A pilot program under 20

this section shall be carried out as follows: 21

(1) Under the pilot program, the Secretaries 22

shall evaluate and validate the performance of new 23

energy technologies that may be incorporated into 24

operating environments. 25
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(2) The pilot program shall involve collabora-1

tion with the Office of Electricity Delivery and En-2

ergy Reliability of the Department of Energy and 3

other offices and agencies within the Department of 4

Energy, as appropriate, and the Environmental Se-5

curity Technical Certification Program of the De-6

partment of Defense. 7

(3) Under the pilot program, the Secretary of 8

Defense shall investigate opportunities for any ex-9

cess electricity created for the military installation to 10

be sold or otherwise made available to the local com-11

munity near the installation. 12

(4) The Secretary of Defense shall use the re-13

sults of the pilot program as the basis for informing 14

key performance parameters and validating energy 15

components and designs that could be implemented 16

in various military installations across the country 17

and at forward operating bases. 18

(5) The pilot program shall support the effort 19

of the Secretary of Defense to use the military as a 20

test bed to demonstrate innovative energy tech-21

nologies. 22

(d) IMPLEMENTATION AND DURATION.—If the Sec-23

retary of Defense carries out a pilot program under this 24

section, such pilot program shall begin by not later than 25
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July 1, 2011, and shall be not less than three years in 1

duration. 2

(e) REPORTS.— 3

(1) INITIAL REPORT.—If the Secretary of De-4

fense carries out a pilot program under this section, 5

the Secretary shall submit to the appropriate con-6

gressional committees by not later than October 1, 7

2011, an initial report that provides an update on 8

the implementation of the pilot program, including 9

an identification of the selected military installation 10

and national laboratory partner and a description of 11

technologies under evaluation. 12

(2) FINAL REPORT.—Not later than 90 days 13

after completion of a pilot program under this sec-14

tion, the Secretary shall submit to the appropriate 15

congressional committees a report on the pilot pro-16

gram, including any findings and recommendations 17

of the Secretary. 18

(f) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this section: 19

(1) The term ‘‘appropriate congressional com-20

mittees’’ means— 21

(A) the Committee on Armed Services, the 22

Committee on Energy and Commerce, and the 23

Committee on Science and Technology of the 24

House of Representatives; and 25
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(B) the Committee on Armed Services, the 1

Committee on Energy and Natural Resources, 2

and the Committee on Commerce, Science, and 3

Transportation of the Senate. 4

(2) The term ‘‘microgrid’’ means an integrated 5

energy system consisting of interconnected loads and 6

distributed energy resources (including generators, 7

energy storage devices, and smart controls) that can 8

operate with the utility grid or in an intentional 9

islanding mode. 10

(3) The term ‘‘national laboratory’’ means— 11

(A) a national laboratory (as defined in 12

section 2 of the Energy Policy Act of 2005 (42 13

(3) establish procedures for the Department of 22

Defense for the coordinated consideration of and re-23

sponse to a request for a review received from State 24

and local officials or the developer of a renewable en-25
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ergy development or other energy project, including 1

guidance to personnel at each military installation in 2

the United States on how to initiate such procedures 3

and ensure a coordinated Department response while 4

seeking to fulfil the objective under subsection (a); 5

and 6

(4) develop procedures for conducting early out-7

reach to parties carrying out projects filed with the 8

Secretary of Transportation pursuant to section 9

44718 of title 49, United States Code, that could 10

have an adverse impact on military operations and 11

readiness, and to the general public, to clearly com-12

municate notice on actions being taken by the De-13

partment of Defense under this section and to re-14

ceive comments from such parties and the general 15

public on such actions. 16

(d) COMPREHENSIVE REVIEW.— 17

(1) STRATEGY REQUIRED.—Not later than 270 18

days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the 19

Secretary of Defense, acting through the senior offi-20

cial and lead organization designated pursuant to 21

subsection (b), shall develop a comprehensive strat-22

egy for addressing the military impacts of projects 23

filed with the Secretary of Transportation pursuant 24

to section 44718 of title 49, United States Code.

(a)(1) is necessary to protect national security 6

by reducing supply chain risk; 7

(B) less intrusive measures are not reason-8

ably available to reduce such supply chain risk; 9

and 10

(C) in a case where the head of the covered 11

agency plans to limit disclosure of information 12

under subsection (a)(2), the risk to national se-13

curity due to the disclosure of such information 14

outweighs the risk due to not disclosing such 15

information; and 16

(3) providing a classified or unclassified notice 17

of the determination made under paragraph (2) to 18

the appropriate congressional committees, which no-19

tice shall include— 20

(A) the information required by section 21

2304(f)(3) of title 10, United States Code; 22

(B) the joint recommendation by the 23

Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition, 24

the Under Secretary of Defense for Intelligence 4

among those reviewed under subparagraph (B)) to 14

conduct discussions concerning the contractors’ re-15

spective qualifications to implement potential energy 16

conservation measures, including— 17

‘‘(i) requesting references and specific de-18

tailed examples with respect to similar efforts 19

and the resulting energy savings of such similar 20

efforts; and 21

‘‘(ii) requesting an explanation of how such 22

similar efforts relate to the scope and content 23

of the task or delivery order concerned; 24

‘‘(D) selecting and authorizing— 25
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‘‘(i) more than one contractor (from 1

among those selected under subparagraph (C)) 2

to conduct site surveys, investigations, feasi-3

bility designs and studies, or similar assess-4

ments for the energy savings performance con-5

tract services (or for discrete portions of such 6

services), for the purpose of allowing each such 7

contractor to submit a firm, fixed-price proposal 8

to implement specific energy conservation meas-9

ures; or 10

‘‘(ii) one contractor (from among those se-11

lected under subparagraph (C)) to conduct a 12

site survey, investigation, feasibility design and 13

study, or similar assessment for the purpose of 14

allowing the contractor to submit a firm, fixed- 15

price proposal to implement specific energy con-16

servation measures; 17

‘‘(E) providing a debriefing to any contractor 18

not selected under subparagraph (D); 19

‘‘(F) negotiating a task or delivery order for en-20

ergy savings performance contracting services with 21

the contractor or contractors selected under sub-22

paragraph (D) based on the energy conservation 23

measures identified; and 24
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‘‘(G) issuing a task or delivery order for energy 1

savings performance contracting services to such 2

contractor or contractors. 3

‘‘(2) The issuance of a task or delivery order for en-4

ergy savings performance contracting services pursuant to 5

paragraph (1) is deemed to satisfy the task and delivery 6

order competition requirements in section 2304c(d) of title 7

10, United States Code, and section 303J(d) of the Fed-8

eral Property and Administrative Services Act of 1949 (41 9

U.S.C. 253j(d)). 10

‘‘(3) The Secretary may issue guidance as necessary 11

to agencies issuing task or delivery orders pursuant to 12

paragraph (1).’’.

‘‘(2) in the case of an award fee contract— 8

‘‘(A) shall be considered in any evaluation 9

of contract performance by the contractor for 10

the relevant award fee period; and 11

‘‘(B) may be a basis for reducing or deny-12

ing award fees for such period, or for recov-13

ering all or part of award fees previously paid 14

for such period; and 15

‘‘(3) in the case of a failure to comply that is 16

severe, prolonged, or repeated— 17

‘‘(A) shall be referred to the suspension or 18

debarment official for the appropriate agency; 19

‘‘(B) may be a basis for suspension or de-21

barment of the contractor.

(1) in subsection (c), by adding at the end the 10

following new paragraph: 11

(a) REVIEW REQUIRED.—The Secretary of Defense, 11

QUIRED.—The Secretary of Defense shall establish a pro-22

gram to expand the industrial base of the Department of 23

Defense to increase the Department’s access to innovation 24

and the benefits of competition. 25
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(b) IDENTIFYING AND COMMUNICATING WITH FIRMS 1

THAT ARE NOT TRADITIONAL SUPPLIERS.—The program 2

established under subsection (a) shall use tools and re-3

sources available within the Federal Government and 4

available from the private sector to provide a capability 5

for identifying and communicating with firms that are not 6

traditional suppliers, including commercial firms and 7

firms of all business sizes, that are engaged in markets 8

of importance to the Department of Defense in which such 9

firms can make a significant contribution.

(c) OUTREACH TO LOCAL FIRMS NEAR DEFENSE IN-11

STALLATIONS.—The program established under sub-12

section (a) shall include outreach, using procurement tech-13

nical assistance centers, to firms of all business sizes in 14

the vicinity of Department of Defense installations regard-15

ing opportunities to obtain contracts and subcontracts to 16

perform work at such installations.

authority provided in chapter 142 of title 10, United 12

SEC. 892. PRICE TREND ANALYSIS FOR SUPPLIES AND 14

EQUIPMENT PURCHASED BY THE DEPART-15

MENT OF DEFENSE. 16

(a) PRICE TREND ANALYSIS PROCEDURES.— 17

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Defense 18

shall develop and implement procedures that, to the 19

maximum extent practicable, provide for the collec-20

tion and analysis of information on price trends for 21

covered supplies and equipment purchased by the 22

Department of Defense. The procedures shall in-23

clude an automated process for identifying cat-24

egories of covered supplies and equipment described 25
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in paragraph (2) that have experienced significant 1

escalation in prices. 2

(2) CATEGORY OF COVERED SUPPLIES AND 3

EQUIPMENT.—A category of covered supplies and 4

equipment referred to in paragraph (1) consists of 5

covered supplies and equipment that have the same 6

National Stock Number, are in a single Federal 7

Supply Group or Federal Supply Class, are provided 8

by a single contractor, or are otherwise logically 9

grouped for the purpose of analyzing information on 10

price trends. 11

(3) REQUIREMENT TO EXAMINE CAUSES OF ES-12

CALATION.—An analysis conducted pursuant to 13

paragraph (1) shall include, for any category in 14

which significant escalation in prices is identified, a 15

more detailed examination of the causes of esca-16

lation for such prices within the category and wheth-17

er such price escalation is consistent across the De-18

partment of Defense. 19

(4) REQUIREMENT TO ADDRESS UNJUSTIFIED 20

ESCALATION.—The head of a Defense Agency or the 21

Secretary of a military department shall take appro-22

priate action to address any unjustified escalation in 23

prices being paid for items procured by that agency 24
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or military department as identified in an analysis 1

conducted pursuant to paragraph (1). 2

(b) ANNUAL REPORT.—Not later than April 1 of 3

each year, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the 4

Committee on Armed Services of the Senate and the Com-5

mittee on Armed Services of the House of Representatives 6

a report on the analyses of price trends that were con-7

ducted for categories of covered supplies and equipment 8

during the preceding fiscal year under the procedures im-9

plemented pursuant to paragraph (1). The report shall in-10

clude a description of the actions taken to identify and 11

address any unjustified price escalation for the categories 12

of items. 13

(c) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 14

(1) SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT.—The term 15

‘‘supplies and equipment’’ means items classified as 16

supplies and equipment under the Federal Supply 17

Classification System. 18

(2) COVERED SUPPLIES AND EQUIPMENT.—The 19

term ‘‘covered supplies and equipment’’ means all 20

supplies and equipment purchased by the Depart-21

ment of Defense. The term does not include major 22

weapon systems but does include individual parts 23

and components purchased as spare or replenish-24

ment parts for such weapon systems. 25
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(d) SUNSET DATE.—This section shall not be in ef-1

fect on and after April 1, 2015. 2

SEC. 893. CONTRACTOR BUSINESS SYSTEMS. 3

(a) IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM.—Not later than 270 4

days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Sec-5

retary of Defense shall develop and initiate a program for 6

the improvement of contractor business systems to ensure 7

that such systems provide timely, reliable information for 8

the management of Department of Defense programs by 9

the contractor and by the Department. 10

(b) APPROVAL OR DISAPPROVAL OF BUSINESS SYS-11

TEMS.—The program developed pursuant to subsection 12

(a) shall— 13

(1) include system requirements for each type 14

of contractor business system covered by the pro-15

gram; 16

(2) establish a process for reviewing contractor 17

business systems and identifying significant defi-18

ciencies in such systems; 19

(3) identify officials of the Department of De-20

fense who are responsible for the approval or dis-21

approval of contractor business systems; 22

(4) provide for the approval of any contractor 23

business system that does not have a significant de-24

ficiency; and 25
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(5) provide for— 1

(A) the disapproval of any contractor busi-2

ness system that has a significant deficiency; 3

and 4

(B) reduced reliance on, and enhanced 5

scrutiny of, data provided by a contractor busi-6

ness system that has been disapproved. 7

(c) REMEDIAL ACTIONS.—The program developed 8

pursuant to subsection (a) shall provide the following: 9

(1) In the event a contractor business system is 10

disapproved pursuant to subsection (b)(5), appro-11

priate officials of the Department of Defense will be 12

available to work with the contractor to develop a 13

corrective action plan defining specific actions to be 14

taken to address the significant deficiencies identi-15

fied in the system and a schedule for the implemen-16

tation of such actions. 17

(2) An appropriate official of the Department 18

of Defense may withhold up to 10 percent of 19

progress payments, performance-based payments, 20

and interim payments under covered contracts from 21

a covered contractor, as needed to protect the inter-22

ests of the Department and ensure compliance, if 23

one or more of the contractor business systems of 24

the contractor has been disapproved pursuant to 25
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subsection (b)(5) and has not subsequently received 1

approval. 2

(3) The amount of funds to be withheld under 3

paragraph (2) shall be reduced if a contractor 4

adopts an effective corrective action plan pursuant 5

to paragraph (1) and is effectively implementing 6

such plan. 7

(d) GUIDANCE AND TRAINING.—The program devel-8

oped pursuant to subsection (a) shall provide guidance and 9

training to appropriate government officials on the data 10

that is produced by contractor business systems and the 11

manner in which such data should be used to effectively 12

manage Department of Defense programs. 13

(e) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this sec-14

tion shall be construed to prohibit an official of the De-15

partment of Defense from reviewing, approving, or dis-16

approving a contractor business system pursuant to any 17

applicable law or regulation in force as of the date of the 18

enactment of this Act during the period between the date 19

of the enactment of this Act and the date on which the 20

Secretary implements the requirements of this section 21

with respect to such system. 22

(f) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 23

(1) The term ‘‘contractor business system’’ 24

means an accounting system, estimating system, 25
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purchasing system, earned value management sys-1

tem, material management and accounting system, 2

or property management system of a contractor. 3

contractor that is subject to the cost accounting 5

standards under section 26 of the Office of Federal 6

Procurement Policy Act (41 U.S.C. 422).

(g) DEFENSE CONTRACT AUDIT AGENCY LEGAL RE-19

SOURCES AND EXPERTISE.— 20

(1) REQUIREMENT.—The Secretary of Defense 21

shall ensure that— 22

(A) the Defense Contract Audit Agency 23

has sufficient legal resources and expertise to 24

conduct its work in compliance with applicable 25
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Department of Defense policies and procedures; 1

and 2

(B) such resources and expertise are pro-3

vided in a manner that is consistent with the 4

audit independence of the Defense Contract 5

Audit Agency. 6

(2) REPORT.—Not later than 180 days after 7

the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary 8

shall submit to the Committees on Armed Services 9

of the Senate and the House of Representatives a 10

report on the steps taken to comply with the require-11

ments of this subsection.

Catholic priest in June 1957. 24
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(3) Father Capodanno’s first assignment as a 1

missionary was working with aboriginal Taiwanese 2

people in the mountains of Taiwan where he served 3

in a parish and later in a school. After several years, 4

Father Capodanno returned to the United States for 5

leave and then was assigned to a Maryknoll school 6

in Hong Kong. 7

(4) Father Vincent Capodanno volunteered as a 8

Navy Chaplain and was commissioned a Lieutenant 9

in the Chaplain Corps of the United States Naval 10

Reserve in December 28, 1965. 11

(5) Father Vincent Capodanno selflessly ex-12

tended his combat tour in Vietnam on the condition 13

he was allowed to remain with the infantry. 14

(6) On September 4, 1967, during a fierce bat-15

tle in the Thang Binh District of the Que-Son Valley 16

in Vietnam, Father Capodanno went among the 17

wounded and dying, giving last rites and caring for 18

the injured. He was killed that day while taking care 19

of his Marines. 20

(7) On January 7, 1969, Father Vincent 21

Capodanno was awarded the Medal of Honor post-22

humously for comforting the wounded and dying 23

during the Vietnam conflict. For his dedicated serv-24

ice, Father Capodanno was also awarded the Bronze 25
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Star, the Purple Heart, the Presidential Unit Cita-1

tion, the National Defense Service Medal, the Viet-2

nam Service Medal, the Vietnam Gallantry Cross 3

with Palm, and the Vietnam Campaign Medal. 4

(8) In his memory, the U.S.S. Capodanno was 5

commissioned on September 17, 1973. It is the only 6

Naval vessel to date to have received a Papal bless-7

ing by Pope John Paul II in Naples, Italy, on Sep-8

tember 4, 1981. 9

(9) The U.S.S. Capodanno was decommissioned 10

on July 30, 1993. 11

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-12

gress that the Secretary of the Navy should name a com-13

bat vessel of the United States Navy the ‘‘U.S.S. Father 14

Vincent Capodanno’’, in honor of Father Vincent 15

Capodanno, a lieutenant in the Navy Chaplain Corps. 16

(F) A discussion of any support, other 16

than support provided at a proposed facility, 17

that would likely be provided by the Depart-18

ment of Defense for the operation of any such 19

proposed facility, including the types of possible 20

support, the number of personnel required for 21

each such type, and an estimate of the cost of 22

such support. 23

(G) A discussion of the legal issues, in the 24

judgment of the Secretary of Defense, that 25
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could be raised as a result of detaining or im-1

prisoning any individual described in subsection 2

(c) at any such proposed facility that could not 3

be raised while such individual is detained or 4

imprisoned at United States Naval Station, 5

Guantanamo Bay, Cuba. 6

SEC. 1035. COMPREHENSIVE REVIEW OF FORCE PROTEC-7

TION POLICIES. 8

(a) COMPREHENSIVE REVIEW REQUIRED.—The Sec-9

retary of Defense shall conduct a comprehensive review 10

of Department of Defense policies, regulations, instruc-11

tions, and directives pertaining to force protection within 12

the Department. 13

(b) MATTERS COVERED.—The review required under 14

subsection (a) shall include an assessment of each of the 15

(c) INTERIM REPORT.—Not later than September 1, 4

2012, the Secretary of Defense shall submit an interim 5

report on the comprehensive review required under sub-6

section (a).

(d) FINAL REPORT.—Not later than March 1, 2013, 8

the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the Committees 9

on Armed Services of the Senate and House of Represent-10

atives a final report on the comprehensive review required 11

under subsection (a). The final report shall include such 12

findings and recommendations as the Secretary considers 13

appropriate based on the review, including recommended 14

actions to be taken to implement the specific recommenda-15

tions in the final report.

ment authorities with regard to the security of the 10

southern land border of the United States.

owned firearm, privately owned ammunition, or another 4

(1) a military installation; or 8

(b) EXISTING REGULATIONS AND RECORDS.— 11

(2) RECORDS.—Not later than 90 days after 16

the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary of 17

Defense shall destroy any record containing informa-18

tion described in subsection (a) that was collected 19

before the date of enactment of this Act.

Representatives. 3

‘‘(D) Two by the ranking member of the 4

Committee on Armed Services of the Senate. 5

‘‘(3) CO-CHAIRS OF THE PANEL.—In addition 6

to the members appointed under paragraph (2), the 7

Secretary of Defense shall appoint two members 8

from private civilian life to serve as co-chairs of the 9

panel. 10

‘‘(4) PERIOD OF APPOINTMENT; VACANCIES.— 11

Members shall be appointed for the life of the Panel. 12

Any vacancy in the Panel shall be filled in the same 13

manner as the original appointment. 14

‘‘(5) DUTIES.—The Panel shall have the fol-15

lowing duties with respect to a quadrennial defense 16

review: 17

‘‘(A) While the review is being conducted, 18

the Panel shall review the updates from the 19

Secretary of Defense required under paragraph 20

(8) on the conduct of the review. 21

‘‘(B) The Panel shall— 22

‘‘(i) review the Secretary of Defense’s 23

terms of reference and any other materials 24

providing the basis for, or substantial in-25
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puts to, the work of the Department of 1

Defense on the quadrennial defense review; 2

‘‘(ii) conduct an assessment of the as-3

sumptions, strategy, findings, and risks of 4

the report on the quadrennial defense re-5

view required in subsection (d), with par-6

ticular attention paid to the risks described 7

in that report; 8

‘‘(iii) conduct an independent assess-9

ment of a variety of possible force struc-10

tures of the armed forces, including the 11

force structure identified in the report on 12

the quadrennial defense review required in 13

subsection (d); 14

‘‘(iv) review the resource requirements 15

identified pursuant to subsection (b)(3) 16

and, to the extent practicable, make a gen-17

eral comparison to the resource require-18

ments to support the forces contemplated 19

under the force structures assessed under 20

this subparagraph; and 21

‘‘(v) provide to Congress and the Sec-22

retary of Defense, through the report 23

under paragraph (7), any recommenda-24
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tions it considers appropriate for their con-1

sideration. 2

‘‘(6) FIRST MEETING.—If the Secretary of De-3

fense has not made the Secretary’s appointments to 4

the Panel under paragraph (3) by February 1 of a 5

year in which a quadrennial defense review is con-6

ducted under this section, the Panel shall convene 7

for its first meeting with the remaining members. 8

‘‘(7) REPORT.—Not later than 3 months after 9

the date on which the report on a quadrennial de-10

(a) PROGRAM ESTABLISHED.—The Secretary of De-18

fense shall establish a competitive, merit-based program 19

to accelerate the fielding of technologies developed pursu-20

ant to phase II Small Business Innovation Research Pro-21

gram projects, technologies developed by the defense lab-22

oratories, and other innovative technologies (including 23

dual use technologies). The purpose of this program is to 24
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stimulate innovative technologies and reduce acquisition or 1

lifecycle costs, address technical risks, improve the timeli-2

ness and thoroughness of test and evaluation outcomes, 3

and rapidly insert such products directly in support of pri-4

marily major defense acquisition programs, but also other 5

defense acquisition programs that meet critical national 6

security needs.

SEC. 1411. AUTHORIZED USES OF NATIONAL DEFENSE 21

STOCKPILE FUNDS. 22

(a) OBLIGATION OF STOCKPILE FUNDS.—During fis-23

cal year 2011, the National Defense Stockpile Manager 24

may obligate up to $41,181,000 of the funds in the Na-25

tional Defense Stockpile Transaction Fund established 26
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under subsection (a) of section 9 of the Strategic and Crit-1

ical Materials Stock Piling Act (50 U.S.C. 98h) for the 2

authorized uses of such funds under subsection (b)(2) of 3

such section, including the disposal of hazardous materials 4

that are environmentally sensitive.

SEC. 1421. CONSOLIDATION AND REORGANIZATION OF 5

STATUTORY AUTHORITY FOR DESTRUCTION 6

OF UNITED STATES STOCKPILE OF LETHAL 7

CHEMICAL AGENTS AND MUNITIONS. 8

(a) RESTATEMENT OF STATUTORY AUTHORITY 9

WITH CONSOLIDATION AND REORGANIZATION.—Section 10

1412 of the National Defense Authorization Act, 1986 (50 11

U.S.C. 1521) is amended to read as follows: 12

‘‘SEC. 1412. DESTRUCTION OF EXISTING STOCKPILE OF LE-13

THAL CHEMICAL AGENTS AND MUNITIONS. 14

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Defense shall, 15

in accordance with the provisions of this section, carry out 16

the destruction of the United States’ stockpile of lethal 17

chemical agents and munitions that exists on November 18

8, 1985. 19

‘‘(b) DATE FOR COMPLETION.—(1) The destruction 20

of such stockpile shall be completed by the stockpile elimi-21

nation deadline. 22

‘‘(2) If the Secretary of Defense determines at any 23

time that there will be a delay in meeting the requirement 24

in paragraph (1) for the completion of the destruction of 25
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chemical weapons by the stockpile elimination deadline, 1

the Secretary shall immediately notify the Committee on 2

Armed Services of the Senate and the Committee on 3

Armed Services of the House of Representatives of that 4

projected delay. 5

‘‘(3) For purposes of this section, the term ‘stockpile 6

elimination deadline’ means the deadline established by 7

the Chemical Weapons Convention, but not later than De-8

cember 31, 2017. 9

‘‘(c) INITIATION OF DEMILITARIZATION OPER-10

ATIONS.—The Secretary of Defense may not initiate de-11

struction of the chemical munitions stockpile stored at a 12

site until the following support measures are in place: 13

‘‘(1) Support measures that are required by De-14

partment of Defense and Army chemical surety and 15

security program regulations. 16

‘‘(2) Support measures that are required by the 17

general and site chemical munitions demilitarization 18

plans specific to that installation. 19

‘‘(3) Support measures that are required by the 20

permits required by the Solid Waste Disposal Act 21

(42 U.S.C. 6901 et seq.) and the Clean Air Act (42 22

U.S.C. 7401 et seq.) for chemical munitions demili-23

tarization operations at that installation, as ap-24

proved by the appropriate State regulatory agencies. 25
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‘‘(d) ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AND USE OF 1

FACILITIES.—(1) In carrying out the requirement of sub-2

section (a), the Secretary of Defense shall provide for— 3

‘‘(A) maximum protection for the environment, 4

the general public, and the personnel who are in-5

volved in the destruction of the lethal chemical 6

agents and munitions referred to in subsection (a), 7

including but not limited to the use of technologies 8

and procedures that will minimize risk to the public 9

at each site; and 10

‘‘(B) adequate and safe facilities designed solely 11

for the destruction of lethal chemical agents and 12

munitions. 13

‘‘(2) Facilities constructed to carry out this section 14

shall, when no longer needed for the purposes for which 15

they were constructed, be disposed of in accordance with 16

applicable laws and regulations and mutual agreements 17

between the Secretary of the Army and the Governor of 18

the State in which the facility is located. 19

‘‘(3)(A) Facilities constructed to carry out this sec-20

tion may not be used for a purpose other than the destruc-21

tion of the stockpile of lethal chemical agents and muni-22

tions that exists on November 8, 1985. 23

‘‘(B) The prohibition in subparagraph (A) shall not 24

apply with respect to items designated by the Secretary 25
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of Defense as lethal chemical agents, munitions, or related 1

materials after November 8, 1985, if the State in which 2

a destruction facility is located issues the appropriate per-3

mit or permits for the destruction of such items at the 4

facility. 5

‘‘(e) GRANTS AND COOPERATIVE AGREEMENTS.— 6

(1)(A) In order to carry out subsection (d)(1)(A), the Sec-7

retary of Defense may make grants to State and local gov-8

ernments and to tribal organizations (either directly or 9

through the Federal Emergency Management Agency) to 10

assist those governments and tribal organizations in car-11

rying out functions relating to emergency preparedness 12

and response in connection with the disposal of the lethal 13

chemical agents and munitions referred to in subsection 14

(a). Funds available to the Department of Defense for the 15

purpose of carrying out this section may be used for such 16

grants. 17

‘‘(B) Additionally, the Secretary may provide funds 18

through cooperative agreements with State and local gov-19

ernments, and with tribal organizations, for the purpose 20

of assisting them in processing, approving, and overseeing 21

permits and licenses necessary for the construction and 22

operation of facilities to carry out this section. The Sec-23

retary shall ensure that funds provided through such a 24
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cooperative agreement are used only for the purpose set 1

forth in the preceding sentence. 2

‘‘(C) In this paragraph, the term ‘tribal organization’ 3

has the meaning given that term in section 4(l) of the In-4

dian Self-Determination and Education Assistance Act 5

(25 U.S.C. 450b(l)). 6

‘‘(2)(A) In coordination with the Secretary of the 7

Army and in accordance with agreements between the Sec-8

retary of the Army and the Administrator of the Federal 9

Emergency Management Agency, the Administrator shall 10

carry out a program to provide assistance to State and 11

local governments in developing capabilities to respond to 12

emergencies involving risks to the public health or safety 13

within their jurisdictions that are identified by the Sec-14

retary as being risks resulting from— 15

‘‘(i) the storage of lethal chemical agents and 16

munitions referred to in subsection (a) at military 17

installations in the continental United States; or 18

‘‘(ii) the destruction of such agents and muni-19

tions at facilities referred to in subsection (d)(1)(B). 20

‘‘(B) Assistance may be provided under this para-21

graph for capabilities to respond to emergencies involving 22

an installation or facility as described in subparagraph (A) 23

until the earlier of the following: 24
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‘‘(i) The date of the completion of all grants 1

and cooperative agreements with respect to the in-2

stallation or facility for purposes of this paragraph 3

between the Federal Emergency Management Agen-4

cy and the State and local governments concerned. 5

‘‘(ii) The date that is 180 days after the date 6

of the completion of the destruction of lethal chem-7

ical agents and munitions at the installation or facil-8

ity. 9

‘‘(C) Not later than December 15 of each year, the 10

Administrator shall transmit a report to Congress on the 11

activities carried out under this paragraph during the fis-12

cal year preceding the fiscal year in which the report is 13

submitted. 14

‘‘(f) REQUIREMENT FOR STRATEGIC PLAN.—(1) The 15

Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition, Technology, 16

and Logistics and the Secretary of the Army shall jointly 17

prepare, and from time to time shall update as appro-18

priate, a strategic plan for future activities for destruction 19

of the United States’ stockpile of lethal chemical agents 20

and munitions. 21

‘‘(2) The plan shall include, at a minimum, the fol-22

lowing considerations: 23

‘‘(A) Realistic budgeting for stockpile destruc-24

tion and related support programs. 25
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‘‘(B) Contingency planning for foreseeable or 1

anticipated problems. 2

‘‘(C) A management approach and associated 3

actions that address compliance with the obligations 4

of the United States under the Chemical Weapons 5

Convention and that take full advantage of opportu-6

nities to accelerate destruction of the stockpile. 7

‘‘(3) The Secretary of Defense shall each year submit 8

to the Committee on the Armed Services of the Senate 9

and the Committee on Armed Services of the House of 10

Representatives the strategic plan as most recently pre-11

pared and updated under paragraph (1). Such submission 12

shall be made each year at the time of the submission to 13

the Congress that year of the President’s budget for the 14

next fiscal year. 15

‘‘(g) MANAGEMENT ORGANIZATION.—(1) In carrying 16

out this section, the Secretary of Defense shall provide for 17

a management organization within the Department of the 18

Army. The Secretary of the Army shall be responsible for 19

management of the destruction of agents and munitions 20

at all sites except Blue Grass Army Depot, Kentucky, and 21

Pueblo Chemical Depot, Colorado 22

‘‘(2) The program manager for the Assembled Chem-23

ical Weapons Alternative Program shall be responsible for 24

management of the construction, operation, and closure, 25
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and any contracting relating thereto, of chemical demili-1

tarization activities at Bluegrass Army Depot, Kentucky, 2

and Pueblo Army Depot, Colorado, including management 3

of the pilot-scale facility phase of the alternative tech-4

nology selected for the destruction of lethal chemical muni-5

tions. In performing such management, the program man-6

ager shall act independently of the Army program man-7

ager for Chemical Demilitarization and shall report to the 8

Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition, Technology, 9

and Logistics 10

‘‘(3) The Secretary of Defense shall designate a gen-11

eral officer or civilian equivalent as the director of the 12

management organization established under paragraph 13

(1). Such officer shall have— 14

‘‘(A) experience in the acquisition, storage, and 15

destruction of chemical agents and munitions; and 16

‘‘(B) outstanding qualifications regarding safety 17

in handling chemical agents and munitions. 18

‘‘(h) IDENTIFICATION OF FUNDS.—(1) Funds for 19

carrying out this section, including funds for military con-20

struction projects necessary to carry out this section, shall 21

be set forth in the budget of the Department of Defense 22

for any fiscal year as a separate account. Such funds shall 23

not be included in the budget accounts for any military 24

department. 25
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‘‘(2) Amounts appropriated to the Secretary of De-1

fense for the purpose of carrying out subsection (e) shall 2

be promptly made available to the Administrator of the 3

Federal Emergency Management Agency. 4

‘‘(i) ANNUAL REPORTS.—(1) Except as provided by 5

paragraph (3), the Secretary of Defense shall transmit, 6

by December 15 each year, a report to Congress on the 7

activities carried out under this section during the fiscal 8

year ending on September 30 of the calendar year in which 9

the report is to be made. 10

‘‘(2) Each annual report shall include the following: 11

‘‘(A) A site-by-site description of the construc-12

tion, equipment, operation, and dismantling of facili-13

ties (during the fiscal year for which the report is 14

made) used to carry out the destruction of agents 15

and munitions under this section, including any acci-16

dents or other unplanned occurrences associated 17

with such construction and operation. 18

‘‘(B) A site-by-site description of actions taken 19

to assist State and local governments (either directly 20

or through the Federal Emergency Management 21

Agency) in carrying out functions relating to emer-22

gency preparedness and response in accordance with 23

subsection (e). 24
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‘‘(C) An accounting of all funds expended (dur-1

ing such fiscal year) for activities carried out under 2

this section, with a separate accounting for amounts 3

expended for— 4

‘‘(i) the construction of and equipment for 5

facilities used for the destruction of agents and 6

munitions; 7

‘‘(ii) the operation of such facilities; 8

‘‘(iii) the dismantling or other closure of 9

such facilities; 10

‘‘(iv) research and development; 11

‘‘(v) program management; 12

‘‘(vi) travel and associated travel costs for 13

Citizens’ Advisory Commissioners under sub-14

section (m)(7); and 15

‘‘(vii) grants to State and local govern-16

ments to assist those governments in carrying 17

out functions relating to emergency prepared-18

ness and response in accordance with sub-19

section (e). 20

‘‘(D) An assessment of the safety status and 21

the integrity of the stockpile of lethal chemical 22

agents and munitions subject to this section, includ-23

ing— 24
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‘‘(i) an estimate on how much longer that 1

stockpile can continue to be stored safely; 2

‘‘(ii) a site-by-site assessment of the safety 3

of those agents and munitions; and 4

‘‘(iii) a description of the steps taken (to 5

the date of the report) to monitor the safety 6

status of the stockpile and to mitigate any fur-7

ther deterioration of that status. 8

‘‘(3) The Secretary shall transmit the final report 9

under paragraph (1) not later than 120 days following the 10

completion of activities under this section. 11

‘‘(j) SEMIANNUAL REPORTS.—(1) Not later than 12

March 1 and September 1 each year until the year in 13

which the United States completes the destruction of its 14

entire stockpile of chemical weapons under the terms of 15

the Chemical Weapons Convention, the Secretary of De-16

fense shall submit to the members and committees of Con-17

gress referred to in paragraph (3) a report on the imple-18

mentation by the United States of its chemical weapons 19

destruction obligations under the Chemical Weapons Con-20

vention. 21

‘‘(2) Each report under paragraph (1) shall include 22

the following: 23

‘‘(A) The anticipated schedule at the time of 24

such report for the completion of destruction of 25
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chemical agents, munitions, and materiel at each 1

chemical weapons demilitarization facility in the 2

United States. 3

‘‘(B) A description of the options and alter-4

natives for accelerating the completion of chemical 5

weapons destruction at each such facility, particu-6

larly in time to meet the stockpile elimination dead-7

line. 8

‘‘(C) A description of the funding required to 9

achieve each of the options for destruction described 10

under subparagraph (B), and a detailed life-cycle 11

cost estimate for each of the affected facilities in-12

cluded in each such funding profile. 13

‘‘(D) A description of all actions being taken by 14

the United States to accelerate the destruction of its 15

entire stockpile of chemical weapons, agents, and 16

materiel in order to meet the current stockpile elimi-17

nation deadline under the Chemical Weapons Con-18

vention of April 29, 2012, or as soon thereafter as 19

possible. 20

‘‘(3) The members and committees of Congress re-21

ferred to in this paragraph are— 22

‘‘(A) the majority leader and the minority lead-23

er of the Senate and the Committee on Armed Serv-24
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ices and the Committee on Appropriations of the 1

Senate; and 2

‘‘(B) the Speaker of the House of Representa-3

tives, the majority leader and the minority leader of 4

the House of Representatives, and the Committee on 5

Armed Services and the Committee on Appropria-6

tions of the House of Representatives. 7

‘‘(k) AUTHORIZED USE OF TOXIC CHEMICALS.— 8

Consistent with United States obligations under the 9

Chemical Weapons Convention, the Secretary of Defense 10

may develop, produce, otherwise acquire, retain, transfer, 11

and use toxic chemicals and their precursors for purposes 12

not prohibited by the Chemical Weapons Convention if the 13

types and quantities of such chemicals and precursors are 14

consistent with such purposes, including for protective 15

purposes such as protection against toxic chemicals and 16

protection against chemical weapons. 17

‘‘(l) SURVEILLANCE AND ASSESSMENT PROGRAM.— 18

The Secretary of Defense shall conduct an ongoing com-19

prehensive program of— 20

‘‘(1) surveillance of the existing United States 21

stockpile of chemical weapons; and 22

‘‘(2) assessment of the condition of the stock-23

pile. 24
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‘‘(m) CHEMICAL DEMILITARIZATION CITIZENS’ AD-1

VISORY COMMISSIONS.—(1)(A) The Secretary of the Army 2

shall establish a citizens’ commission for each State in 3

which there is a chemical demilitarization facility under 4

Army management. 5

‘‘(B) The Assistant Secretary of Defense for Nuclear, 6

Chemical, and Biological Defense Programs shall establish 7

a chemical demilitarization citizens’ commission in Colo-8

rado and in Kentucky. 9

‘‘(C) Each commission under this subsection shall be 10

known as the ‘Chemical Demilitarization Citizens’ Advi-11

sory Commission’ for the State concerned. 12

‘‘(2)(A) The Secretary of the Army, or the Depart-13

ment of Defense with respect to Colorado and Kentucky, 14

shall provide for a representative to meet with each com-15

mission established under this subsection to receive citizen 16

and State concerns regarding the ongoing program for the 17

disposal of the lethal chemical agents and munitions in 18

the stockpile referred to in subsection (a) at each of the 19

sites with respect to which a commission is established 20

pursuant to paragraph (1). 21

‘‘(B) The Secretary of the Army shall provide for a 22

representative from the Office of the Assistant Secretary 23

of the Army (Acquisition, Logistics, and Technology) to 24

meet with each commission under Army management. 25
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‘‘(C) The Department of Defense shall provide for a 1

representative from the Office of the Assistant Secretary 2

of Defense for Nuclear, Chemical, and Biological Defense 3

Programs to meet with the commissions in Colorado and 4

Kentucky. 5

‘‘(3)(A) Each commission under this subsection shall 6

be composed of nine members appointed by the Governor 7

of the State. Seven of such members shall be citizens from 8

the local affected areas in the State. The other two shall 9

be representatives of State government who have direct 10

responsibilities related to the chemical demilitarization 11

program. 12

‘‘(B) For purposes of this paragraph, affected areas 13

are those areas located within a 50-mile radius of a chem-14

ical weapons storage site. 15

‘‘(4) For a period of five years after the termination 16

of any commission under this subsection, no corporation, 17

partnership, or other organization in which a member of 18

that commission, a spouse of a member of that commis-19

sion, or a natural or adopted child of a member of that 20

commission has an ownership interest may be awarded— 21

‘‘(A) a contract related to the disposal of lethal 22

chemical agents or munitions in the stockpile re-23

ferred to in subsection (a); or 24

‘‘(B) a subcontract under such a contract. 25
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‘‘(5) The members of each commission under this 1

subsection shall designate the chair of such commission 2

from among the members of such commission. 3

‘‘(6) Each commission under this subsection shall 4

meet with a representative from the Army, or the Office 5

of the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Nuclear, Chem-6

ical, and Biological Defense Programs with respect to the 7

commissions in Colorado and Kentucky, upon joint agree-8

ment between the chair of such commission and that rep-9

resentative. The two parties shall meet not less often than 10

twice a year and may meet more often at their discretion. 11

‘‘(7) Members of each commission under this sub-12

section shall receive no pay for their involvement in the 13

activities of their commissions. Funds appropriated for the 14

Chemical Stockpile Demilitarization Program may be used 15

for travel and associated travel costs for commissioners 16

of commissions under this subsection when such travel is 17

conducted at the invitation of the Assistant Secretary of 18

the Army (Acquisition, Logistics, and Technology) or the 19

invitation of the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Nu-20

clear, Chemical, and Biological Defense Programs for the 21

commissions in Colorado and Kentucky. 22

‘‘(8) Each commission under this subsection shall be 23

terminated after the closure activities required pursuant 24

to regulations prescribed by the Administrator of the En-25
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vironmental Protection Agency pursuant to the Solid 1

Waste Disposal Act (42 U.S.C. 6901 et seq.) have been 2

completed for the chemical agent destruction facility in 3

such commission’s State, or upon the request of the Gov-4

ernor of such commission’s State, whichever occurs first. 5

‘‘(n) INCENTIVE CLAUSES IN CHEMICAL DEMILI-6

TARIZATION CONTRACTS.—(1)(A) The Secretary of De-7

fense may, for the purpose specified in paragraph (B), au-8

thorize the inclusion of an incentives clause in any con-9

tract for the destruction of the United States stockpile of 10

lethal chemical agents and munitions carried out pursuant 11

to subsection (a). 12

‘‘(B) The purpose of a clause referred to in subpara-13

graph (A) is to provide the contractor for a chemical de-14

militarization facility an incentive to accelerate the safe 15

elimination of the United States chemical weapons stock-16

pile and to reduce the total cost of the Chemical Demili-17

tarization Program by providing incentive payments for 18

the early completion of destruction operations and the clo-19

sure of such facility. 20

‘‘(2)(A) An incentives clause under this subsection 21

shall permit the contractor for the chemical demilitariza-22

tion facility concerned the opportunity to earn incentive 23

payments for the completion of destruction operations and 24
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facility closure activities within target incentive ranges 1

specified in such clause. 2

‘‘(B) The maximum incentive payment under an in-3

centives clause with respect to a chemical demilitarization 4

facility may not exceed the following amounts: 5

‘‘(i) In the case of an incentive payment for the 6

completion of destruction operations within the tar-7

get incentive range specified in such clause, 8

$110,000,000. 9

‘‘(ii) In the case of an incentive payment for the 10

completion of facility closure activities within the 11

target incentive range specified in such clause, 12

$55,000,000. 13

‘‘(C) An incentives clause in a contract under this 14

section shall specify the target incentive ranges of costs 15

for completion of destruction operations and facility clo-16

sure activities, respectively, as jointly agreed upon by the 17

contracting officer and the contractor concerned. An in-18

centives clause shall require a proportionate reduction in 19

the maximum incentive payment amounts in the event 20

that the contractor exceeds an agreed-upon target cost if 21

such excess costs are the responsibility of the contractor. 22

‘‘(D) The amount of the incentive payment earned 23

by a contractor for a chemical demilitarization facility 24

under an incentives clause under this subsection shall be 25
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based upon a determination by the Secretary on how early 1

in the target incentive range specified in such clause de-2

struction operations or facility closure activities, as the 3

case may be, are completed. 4

‘‘(E) The provisions of any incentives clause under 5

this subsection shall be consistent with the obligation of 6

the Secretary of Defense under subsection (d)(1)(A), to 7

provide for maximum protection for the environment, the 8

general public, and the personnel who are involved in the 9

destruction of the lethal chemical agents and munitions. 10

‘‘(F) In negotiating the inclusion of an incentives 11

clause in a contract under this subsection, the Secretary 12

may include in such clause such additional terms and con-13

ditions as the Secretary considers appropriate. 14

‘‘(3)(A) No payment may be made under an incen-15

tives clause under this subsection unless the Secretary de-16

termines that the contractor concerned has satisfactorily 17

performed its duties under such incentives clause. 18

‘‘(B) An incentives clause under this subsection shall 19

specify that the obligation of the Government to make 20

payment under such incentives clause is subject to the 21

availability of appropriations for that purpose. Amounts 22

appropriated for Chemical Agents and Munitions Destruc-23

tion, Defense, shall be available for payments under incen-24

tives clauses under this subsection. 25

(a) RECOGNITION OF THE SUFFERING OF THE RESI-3

DENTS OF GUAM.—The United States recognizes that, as 4

described by the Guam War Claims Review Commission, 5

the residents of Guam, on account of their United States 6

nationality, suffered unspeakable harm as a result of the 7

occupation of Guam by Imperial Japanese military forces 8

during World War II, by being subjected to death, rape, 9

severe personal injury, personal injury, forced labor, 10

forced march, or internment. 11

(b) RECOGNITION OF THE LOYALTY OF THE RESI-12

DENTS OF GUAM.—The United States forever will be 13

grateful to the residents of Guam for their steadfast loy-14

alty to the United States of America, as demonstrated by 15

the countless acts of courage they performed despite the 16

threat of death or great bodily harm they faced at the 17

hands of the Imperial Japanese military forces that occu-18

pied Guam during World War II. 19

SEC. 1703. PAYMENTS FOR GUAM WORLD WAR II CLAIMS. 20

(a) PAYMENTS FOR DEATH, PERSONAL INJURY, 21

FORCED LABOR, FORCED MARCH, AND INTERNMENT.— 22

Subject to the availability of appropriations authorized to 23

be appropriated under section 1706(a), after receipt of 24

certification pursuant to section 1704(b)(8) and in accord-25
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ance with the provisions of this title, the Secretary of the 1

Treasury shall make payments as follows: 2

(1) RESIDENTS INJURED.—Before any pay-3

ments are made to individuals described in para-4

graph (2), the Secretary shall pay compensable 5

Guam victims who are not deceased as follows: 6

(A) If the victim has suffered an injury de-7

scribed in subsection (c)(2)(A), $15,000. 8

(B) If the victim is not described in sub-9

paragraph (A) but has suffered an injury de-10

scribed in subsection (c)(2)(B), $12,000. 11

(C) If the victim is not described in sub-12

paragraph (A) or (B) but has suffered an in-13

jury described in subsection (c)(2)(C), $10,000. 14

(2) SURVIVORS OF RESIDENTS WHO DIED IN 15

WAR.—In the case of a compensable Guam decedent, 16

the Secretary shall pay $25,000 for distribution to 17

eligible survivors of the decedent as specified in sub-18

section (b). The Secretary shall make payments 19

under this paragraph after payments are made 20

under paragraph (1). 21

(b) DISTRIBUTION OF SURVIVOR PAYMENTS.—Pay-22

ments under paragraph (2) of subsection (a) to eligible 23

survivors of an individual who is a compensable Guam de-24

cedent shall be made as follows: 25
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(1) If there is living a spouse of the individual, 1

but no child of the individual, all of the payment 2

shall be made to such spouse. 3

(2) If there is living a spouse of the individual 4

and one or more children of the individual, one-half 5

of the payment shall be made to the spouse and the 6

other half to the child (or to the children in equal 7

shares). 8

(3) If there is no living spouse of the individual, 9

but there are one or more children of the individual 10

alive, all of the payment shall be made to such child 11

(or to such children in equal shares). 12

(4) If there is no living spouse or child of the 13

individual but there is a living parent (or parents) 14

of the individual, all of the payment shall be made 15

to the parent (or to the parents in equal shares). 16

(5) If there is no such living spouse, child, or 17

parent, no payment shall be made. 18

(c) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this title: 19

(1) COMPENSABLE GUAM DECEDENT.—The 20

term ‘‘compensable Guam decedent’’ means an indi-21

vidual determined under section 1704 to have been 22

a resident of Guam who died or was killed as a re-23

sult of the attack and occupation of Guam by Impe-24

rial Japanese military forces during World War II, 25
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or incident to the liberation of Guam by United 1

States military forces, and whose death would have 2

been compensable under the Guam Meritorious 3

Claims Act of 1945 (Public Law 79–224) if a timely 4

claim had been filed under the terms of such Act. 5

(2) COMPENSABLE GUAM VICTIM.—The term 6

‘‘compensable Guam victim’’ means an individual de-7

termined under section 1704 to have suffered, as a 8

result of the attack and occupation of Guam by Im-9

perial Japanese military forces during World War II, 10

or incident to the liberation of Guam by United 11

States military forces, any of the following: 12

(A) Rape or severe personal injury (such 13

as loss of a limb, dismemberment, or paralysis). 14

(B) Forced labor or a personal injury not 15

under subparagraph (A) (such as disfigure-16

ment, scarring, or burns). 17

(C) Forced march, internment, or hiding 18

to evade internment. 19

(3) DEFINITIONS OF SEVERE PERSONAL INJU-20

RIES AND PERSONAL INJURIES.—The Foreign 21

Claims Settlement Commission shall promulgate reg-22

ulations to specify injuries that constitute a severe 23

personal injury or a personal injury for purposes of 24
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subparagraphs (A) and (B), respectively, of para-1

graph (2). 2

SEC. 1704. ADJUDICATION. 3

(a) AUTHORITY OF FOREIGN CLAIMS SETTLEMENT 4

COMMISSION.— 5

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Foreign Claims Settle-6

ment Commission is authorized to adjudicate claims 7

and determine eligibility for payments under section 8

1703. 9

(2) RULES AND REGULATIONS.—The chairman 10

of the Foreign Claims Settlement Commission shall 11

prescribe such rules and regulations as may be nec-12

essary to enable it to carry out its functions under 13

this title. Such rules and regulations shall be pub-14

lished in the Federal Register. 15

(b) CLAIMS SUBMITTED FOR PAYMENTS.— 16

(1) SUBMITTAL OF CLAIM.—For purposes of 17

subsection (a)(1) and subject to paragraph (2), the 18

Foreign Claims Settlement Commission may not de-19

termine an individual is eligible for a payment under 20

section 1703 unless the individual submits to the 21

Commission a claim in such manner and form and 22

containing such information as the Commission 23

specifies. 24
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(2) FILING PERIOD FOR CLAIMS AND NOTICE.— 1

All claims for a payment under section 1703 shall be 2

filed within one year after the Foreign Claims Set-3

tlement Commission publishes public notice of the 4

filing period in the Federal Register. The Foreign 5

Claims Settlement Commission shall provide for the 6

notice required under the previous sentence not later 7

than 180 days after the date of the enactment of 8

this title. In addition, the Commission shall cause to 9

be publicized the public notice of the deadline for fil-10

ing claims in newspaper, radio, and television media 11

on Guam. 12

(3) ADJUDICATORY DECISIONS.—The decision 13

of the Foreign Claims Settlement Commission on 14

each claim shall be by majority vote, shall be in writ-15

ing, and shall state the reasons for the approval or 16

denial of the claim. If approved, the decision shall 17

also state the amount of the payment awarded and 18

the distribution, if any, to be made of the payment. 19

(4) DEDUCTIONS IN PAYMENT.—The Foreign 20

Claims Settlement Commission shall deduct, from 21

potential payments, amounts previously paid under 22

the Guam Meritorious Claims Act of 1945 (Public 23

Law 79–224). 24
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(5) INTEREST.—No interest shall be paid on 1

payments awarded by the Foreign Claims Settlement 2

Commission. 3

(6) REMUNERATION PROHIBITED.—No remu-4

neration on account of representational services ren-5

dered on behalf of any claimant in connection with 6

any claim filed with the Foreign Claims Settlement 7

Commission under this title shall exceed one percent 8

of the total amount paid pursuant to any payment 9

certified under the provisions of this title on account 10

of such claim. Any agreement to the contrary shall 11

be unlawful and void. Whoever demands or receives, 12

on account of services so rendered, any remunera-13

tion in excess of the maximum permitted by this sec-14

tion shall be fined not more than $5,000 or impris-15

oned not more than 12 months, or both. 16

(7) APPEALS AND FINALITY.—Objections and 17

appeals of decisions of the Foreign Claims Settle-18

ment Commission shall be to the Commission, and 19

upon rehearing, the decision in each claim shall be 20

final, and not subject to further review by any court 21

or agency. 22

(8) CERTIFICATIONS FOR PAYMENT.—After a 23

decision approving a claim becomes final, the chair-24

man of the Foreign Claims Settlement Commission 25
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shall certify it to the Secretary of the Treasury for 1

authorization of a payment under section 1703. 2

(9) TREATMENT OF AFFIDAVITS.—For pur-3

poses of section 1703 and subject to paragraph (2), 4

the Foreign Claims Settlement Commission shall 5

treat a claim that is accompanied by an affidavit of 6

an individual that attests to all of the material facts 7

required for establishing eligibility of such individual 8

for payment under such section as establishing a 9

prima facie case of the individual’s eligibility for 10

such payment without the need for further docu-11

mentation, except as the Commission may otherwise 12

require. Such material facts shall include, with re-13

spect to a claim under paragraph (2) or (3) of sec-14

tion 1703(a), a detailed description of the injury or 15

other circumstance supporting the claim involved, in-16

cluding the level of payment sought. 17

(10) RELEASE OF RELATED CLAIMS.—Accept-18

ance of payment under section 1703 by an individual 19

for a claim related to a compensable Guam decedent 20

or a compensable Guam victim shall be in full satis-21

faction of all claims related to such decedent or vic-22

tim, respectively, arising under the Guam Meri-23

torious Claims Act of 1945 (Public Law 79–224), 24
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the implementing regulations issued by the United 1

States Navy pursuant thereto, or this title. 2

SEC. 1705. GRANTS PROGRAM TO MEMORIALIZE THE OCCU-3

PATION OF GUAM DURING WORLD WAR II. 4

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—Subject to section 1706(b) 5

and in accordance with this section, the Secretary of the 6

Interior shall establish a grants program under which the 7

Secretary shall award grants for research, educational, 8

and media activities that memorialize the events sur-9

rounding the occupation of Guam during World War II, 10

honor the loyalty of the people of Guam during such occu-11

pation, or both, for purposes of appropriately illuminating 12

and interpreting the causes and circumstances of such oc-13

cupation and other similar occupations during a war. 14

(b) ELIGIBILITY.—The Secretary of the Interior may 15

not award to a person a grant under subsection (a) unless 16

such person submits an application to the Secretary for 17

such grant, in such time, manner, and form and con-18

taining such information as the Secretary specifies.

SEC. 2845. LAND CONVEYANCE, MARINE FORCES RESERVE 8

CENTER, WILMINGTON, NORTH CAROLINA. 9

(a) CONVEYANCE AUTHORIZED.—The Secretary of 10

the Navy may convey to the North Carolina State Port 11

Authority of Wilmington, North Carolina (in this section 12

referred to as the ‘‘Port Authority’’), all right, title, and 13

interest of the United States in and to a parcel of real 14

property, including any improvements thereon, consisting 15

of approximately 3.03 acres and known as the Marine 16

Forces Reserve Center in Wilmington, North Carolina, for 17

the purpose of permitting the Port Authority to use the 18

parcel for development of a port facility and for other pub-19

lic purposes. 20

(b) INCLUSION OF PERSONAL PROPERTY.—The Sec-21

retary of the Navy may include as part of the conveyance 22

under subsection (a) personal property of the Navy at the 23

Marine Forces Reserve Center that the Secretary of 24

Transportation recommends is appropriate for the devel-25
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opment or operation of the port facility and the Secretary 1

of the Navy agrees is excess to the needs of the Navy. 2

(c) INTERIM LEASE.—Until such time as the real 3

property described in subsection (a) is conveyed by deed, 4

the Secretary of the Navy may lease the property to the 5

Port Authority. 6

(d) CONSIDERATION.— 7

(1) CONVEYANCE.—The conveyance under sub-8

section (a) shall be made without consideration as a 9

public benefit conveyance for port development if the 10

Secretary of the Navy determines that the Port Au-11

thority satisfies the criteria specified in section 554 12

of title 40, United States Code, and regulations pre-13

scribed to implement such section. If the Secretary 14

determines that the Port Authority fails to qualify 15

for a public benefit conveyance, but still desires to 16

acquire the property, the Port Authority shall pay to 17

the United States an amount equal to the fair mar-18

ket value of the property to be conveyed. The fair 19

market value of the property shall be determined by 20

the Secretary. 21

(2) LEASE.—The Secretary of the Navy may 22

accept as consideration for a lease of the property 23

under subsection (c) an amount that is less than fair 24
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market value if the Secretary determines that the 1

public interest will be served as a result of the lease. 2

(e) DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY.—The exact acreage 3

and legal description of the property to be conveyed under 4

subsection (a) shall be determined by a survey satisfactory 5

to the Secretary of the Navy and the Port Authority. The 6

cost of such survey shall be borne by the Port Authority. 7

(f) ADDITIONAL TERMS.—The Secretary of the Navy 8

may require such additional terms and conditions in con-9

nection with the conveyance as the Secretary considers ap-10

propriate to protect the interests of the United States. 11

SEC. 2851. LIMITATION ON AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS PEND-13

ING REPORT REGARDING CONSTRUCTION OF 14

A NEW OUTLYING LANDING FIELD IN NORTH 15

CAROLINA AND VIRGINIA. 16

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress makes the following find-17

ings: 18

(1) The Navy has studied the feasibility and po-19

tential locations of a new outlying landing field on 20

the East Coast since 2001. 21

(2) Since January 2008, the Navy has studied 22

five potential sites in North Carolina and Virginia, 23

whose communities have expressed opposition. Some 24

local governments where the sites under consider-25
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ation are located have taken formal action in opposi-1

tion by resolution or correspondence to the Navy and 2

congressional officials.

(b) LIMITATION ON FUNDS PENDING REPORT.— 4

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of the Navy 5

may not obligate or expend funds for the study or 6

development of a new outlying landing field in North 7

Carolina or Virginia after fiscal year 2011 until the 8

Secretary has provided the congressional defense 9

committees a report on the Navy’s efforts with re-10

spect to the outlying landing field.

(2) ELEMENTS OF REPORT.—The report re-12

quired under paragraph (1) shall include the fol-13

lowing: 14

(A) A description of the actual training re-15

quirements and completed training events in-16

volving Fleet Carrier Landing Practice oper-17

ations at Naval Air Station Oceana and Naval 18

Auxiliary Landing Field Fentress for the pre-19

vious 10 years, to include statistics for the cur-20

rent fiscal year. 21

(B) An assessment of the aviation training 22

requirements and completed aviation training 23

events conducted on all existing Navy outlying 24

landing fields and installations located in North 25
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Carolina and Virginia, to include statistics for 1

the current fiscal year. 2

(C) An assessment of the suitability of all 3

Naval installations in North Carolina and Vir-4

ginia to conduct Fleet Carrier Landing Practice 5

operations, including necessary facility modi-6

fications and requirements to de-conflict with 7

current operations at each installation. 8

(D) A description of the estimated funding 9

necessary to construct a new outlying landing 10

field at each of the five sites under current con-11

sideration, and a cost comparison analysis be-12

tween construction of a new outlying landing 13

field versus use of an existing facility. 14

(E) A description of all completed or pend-15

ing environmental studies conducted on any of 16

the five sites currently under consideration, in-17

cluding the methodology, conclusions, and rec-18

ommendations. 19

(F) Criteria for the basing of the Joint 20

Strike Fighter F-35 aircraft and a description 21

of the outlying landing field facilities that will 22

be required to support its training require-23

ments. 24
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SEC. 2852. REQUIREMENTS RELATED TO PROVIDING 1

WORLD CLASS MILITARY MEDICAL CENTERS. 2

(a) UNIFIED CONSTRUCTION STANDARD FOR MILI-3

TARY CONSTRUCTION AND REPAIRS TO MILITARY MED-4

ICAL CENTERS.—Not later than 180 days after the date 5

of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense 6

shall establish a unified construction standard for military 7

construction and repairs for military medical centers that 8

provides a single standard of care. This standard shall also 9

Medical, dated April 2010, is adequate to fulfill 16

statutory requirements, as required by section 17

2714 of the Military Construction Authorization 18

Act for Fiscal Year 2010 (division B of Public 19

Law 111–84; 123 Stat. 2656), to ensure that 20

the facilities and organizational structure de-21

scribed in the plan result in world class military 22

medical centers in the National Capital Region; 23

and 24
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(E) making recommendations regarding 1

any adjustments of the master plan referred to 2

in subparagraph (D) that are needed to ensure 3

the provision of world class military medical 4

centers and delivery system in the National 5

Capital Region. 6

(2) MEMBERS.— 7

(A) APPOINTMENTS BY SECRETARY.—The 8

panel shall be composed of such members as de-9

termined by the Secretary of Defense, except 10

that the Secretary shall include as members— 11

(i) medical facility design experts; 12

(ii) military healthcare professionals; 13

(iii) representatives of premier health 14

care centers in the United States; and 15

(iv) former retired senior military offi-16

cers with joint operational and budgetary 17

experience. 18

(B) CONGRESSIONAL APPOINTMENTS.— 19

The chairmen and ranking members of the 20

Committees on the Armed Services of the Sen-21

ate and House of Representatives may each 22

designate one member of the panel. 23
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(C) TERM.—Members of the panel may 1

serve on the panel until the termination date 2

specified in paragraph (7). 3

(4) STAFF AND ADVISORS.—The Secretary of 14

days after the first meeting of the panel, the 20

(7) TERMINATION.—The panel shall terminate 22

on September 30, 2015. 23

fense became concerned that inadequate and poor 12

quality housing for members of the Armed Forces 13

was adversely affecting the quality of life for mem-14

bers and their families and adversely affecting mili-15

tary readiness by contributing to decisions by mem-16

bers to leave the Armed Forces. 17

(2) At that time, the Department of Defense 18

designated about 180,000 houses, or nearly two- 19

thirds of its domestic family housing inventory, as 20

inadequate and needing repair or complete replace-21

ment.

ing Privatization Initiative to award 27 projects at 11

(6) The Air Force has received $7,100,000,000 13

in total development investment from the private 14

sector for new housing with a taxpayer contribution 15

of approximately $425,000,000, representing a 15 to 16

1 leveraging of taxpayer dollars. 17

(7) The Air Force, like the other military serv-18

ices, has been able to leverage varying conditions of 19

housing at military bases into fiscally viable projects 20

by packaging housing inventories at multiple bases 21

into a single transaction. 22

(8) Congress has approved transactions involv-23

ing the packaging of multiple bases as a critical tool 24

to maximize the efficient use of taxpayer funds. 25
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(9) Congress supports the goal of the Air Force 1

to complete transactions for the repair, renovation, 2

construction, and management of 100 percent of 3

their military family housing inventory in the United 4

States by December 31, 2012. 5

(10) The Air Force currently has 6 project so-6

licitations prepared for open competition at 22 Air 7

Force installations to improve over 15,000 homes. 8

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-9

gress that the Secretary of the Air Force should use exist-10

ing authority to carry out solicitations for the 6 military 11

housing projects involving the packaging of 22 bases con-12

sistent with the goal of improving 15,000 homes for Air 13

Force personnel and their families by December 31, 2012.
